. At key stage 1 and 2, the key knowledge progression document takes full account of the national curriculum’s strands of:

o Locational knowledge

o Place knowledge

o Human and Physical geography

o Geographical skills and fieldwork

. Skills are dependent on specific knowledge. A skill is the capacity to perform and in order to perform a deep body of knowledge needs to be acquired and retained

. Knowledge statements should be what pupils retain for ever. In other words, this knowledge is within their long-term memory and will be retained.

. When considering pupils’ improvement in subject specific vocabulary, pupils could be provided with a knowledge organiser which contains the relevant words used for geography for their age group.

Early Years Framework
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Understanding the world involves guiding children to make sense of their physical world and their .
community. The frequency and range of children’s personal experiences increases their
knowledge and sense of the world around them — from visiting parks, libraries and museums to .

meeting important members of society such as police officers, nurses and firefighters. In addition,
listening to a broad selection of stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems will foster their
understanding of our culturally, socially, technologically and ecologically diverse world. As well as
building important knowledge, this extends their familiarity with words that support
understanding across domains. Enriching and widening children’s vocabulary will support later

reading comprehension.

Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from .
observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps.
Explain some similarities and differences between life in this
country and life in other countries, drawing on knowledge from
stories, non-fiction texts and — when appropriate — maps.

Know some similarities and differences between the natural
world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on
their experiences and what has been read in class.
