At Hillside Primary and Nursery school, our Curriculum is broad and balanced, rich and varied, providing our children with a high-quality education and experiences that support and develop the whole child. We are committed to making every day count for all children that will not only ensure they are ready for the next stage in their education, but also prepare them for life in what will be their modern Britain.   At Hillside Primary and Nursery school, our curriculum vision is to develop our pupils’ knowledge of the world, ensure they are articulate communicators with a confident sense of the right thing to do. 

	We know that our children need:

	To have a greater awareness of the what is happening in the world beyond their locality
	A strong moral compass
(a person's ability to judge what is right and wrong and act accordingly)
	To be knowledgeable, charismatic, confident communicators 

	How we know this:

	· Historically, when children join the school, the area of Understanding of the World is a priority area for development.
· Our catchment is 85% white British, so we want to ensure that our curriculum promotes British Values and educates against protected characteristics (race, prejudice incidents) 
· The schools serves a catchment which is amongst the 20% most deprived areas in relation to the lack of attainment and skill in the local population.
· From monitoring of the curriculum, children are able to show that they remember what they have learnt but we now need to consolidate the children’s ability to make links between subjects and relate this to the world beyond school. 

	· Since the beginning of the pandemic, the children have had different learning experiences and need to build their independence and resilience
· Children need to know themselves in order to become ‘the best version of themselves’. This means children knowing their identity and what is of value and importance to them and each other.
· We want children to have the strength of conviction to be able to decide the path that is right for them, from when they leave Hillside at Year 6. We want our children to excel in secondary and beyond.

	· Historically, when children join the school, the areas of Communication and Language and Literacy is a priority area for development.
· The schools serves a catchment which is amongst the 20% most deprived areas in relation to the lack of attainment and skill in the local population.
· We recognise that some children in the earlier years of the school lack confidence and they are uncertain of themselves.
· Education endowment foundation research shows that the vocabulary gap between disadvantaged pupils and all others is evident even when children begin school at age 5 and grows bigger at every stage of education afterwards.  This can become a barrier to effective communication.

· Show an interest in and respect for the diversity of the world
· Achieve the highest standards
· Have a love of learning and see learning as purposeful




	· Embrace challenge
· Have high expectations of themselves and others
· Are ready for secondary school and beyond
· Demonstrate excellent behaviour for learning 
· Know right from wrong
· Are responsible citizens who make a positive contribution to their community and beyond

	· Are confident, precise, articulate communicators who can work well with others
· Effectively express their thoughts and opinions
· Develop their identity and character and respect other people
· Develop self-knowledge, self-esteem and self-confidence
